PROPERTY AND NETWORK ACCESS AGREEMENT

This Property and Network Access Agreement is entered into as of  FORMDROPDOWN 
 Day, Year (the Effective Date) by and between Complete Name (you or your) and Fujitsu Network Communications, Inc., a California corporation (FNC). 

1.
Property and Network Access. FNC owns the real estate and improvements located at 2801 Telecom Parkway, Richardson, Texas  75082 (the Property) and operates a communications and computer network at the Property for the use of its employees, subcontractors, and certain affiliates and invitees (the Network). FNC grants you a temporary, non-exclusive, revocable, limited license to enter the Property from the Effective Date until FNC, in its sole discretion, terminates your access (the termination date). FNC may also in its discretion grant you access to the Network. During your presence on the Property, your Designated FNC Contact will be Tony Tam and the phone number is +1-972-479-2356. You must report to the Designated FNC Contact upon your initial arrival at the Property. You may not access or attempt to access any parts of the Property other than the areas specified by the Designated FNC Contact. You must comply with all applicable FNC policies and procedures while on the Property (including, without limitation, FNC's computer security policy). 

2.
Confidential Information.  a.
Confidential information means any FNC information that you should reasonably understand to be confidential because of legends, markings, the circumstances of disclosure, or the nature of the information itself. 

b.
In exchange for your access to the Property and, if applicable, the Network, you agree to protect the confidential information with no less than reasonable care. You may not divulge FNC's confidential information to any third person or make any use of it without FNC's advance written consent.

c.
These confidentiality restrictions do not apply to information that: (i) you possessed without restriction before its disclosure, (ii) is or becomes generally available to the public through no fault of your own, (iii) you independently develop without reference to any confidential information received from FNC, or (iv) you obtain without breach of any obligation of confidentiality owed to FNC.

d.
If a court or government agency orders or subpoenas you to disclose FNC’s confidential information, you must promptly notify FNC, take reasonable actions and provide reasonable assistance to FNC to secure confidential treatment of the confidential information, and disclose only the information that is required to comply.

e.
You may not copy any confidential information without FNC's written consent. Each approved copy of confidential information must include all proprietary notices included on the original version furnished by FNC. Upon termination of this agreement or any earlier demand by FNC, your right to use confidential information will terminate and you must promptly return to FNC or, at FNC's option, confirm destruction of, all tangible materials that contain or embody confidential information. 

f.  You will not be criminally or civilly liable under federal or state trade secret law if you disclose an FNC trade secret (i) in confidence to an attorney or a federal, state, or local government official, either directly or indirectly, solely for the purpose of reporting or investigating a suspected violation of law; or (ii) in a complaint or other court document filed under seal in a lawsuit or other proceeding.  If you file a retaliation lawsuit against FNC, you may disclose an FNC trade secret to your attorney, and use the trade secret information in the lawsuit, if the information is filed under seal and if you do not disclose the trade secret, except pursuant to a court order.

g.
These confidentiality provisions survive for a period of 2 years after the termination date.
3.
Governing Law. This agreement is governed by the laws of the State of Texas, without regard to any conflicts of laws provisions that would result in the application of the law of another jurisdiction. This agreement is performed in Collin County, Texas.
4.
Export Compliance.  You may not export or re-export directly or indirectly any hardware, software (including source code), technology, or direct products of software or technology to any countries or nationals of any countries except in compliance with the U.S. Export Administration Regulations (EAR), as such regulations may change from time to time.  Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, you may not, without an export license provided by the U.S. Commerce Department or license exception provided under the EAR:  (a) export or re-export or release software (including source code for the software) or technology to a country or national of a country in  country or a national of a country in Country Groups D:1 or E, as the lists may change from time to time (see:  http://ecfr.gpoaccess.gov/cgi/t/text/text-idx?c=ecfr&sid=e52d09f1b490afa8f9bdd1239ea95fd3&rgn=div9&view=text&node=15:2.1.3.4.25.0.1.21.28&idno=15 for the current lists of countries); or (b) export to a country or a national of a country listed in Country Groups D:1 or E the direct product of software or technology, if the foreign-produced direct product is subject to national security controls as identified on the EAR's Commerce Control List.  Your obligations under this Section survive the expiration or other termination of the Agreement. 
5.
Term and Termination.  This agreement is effective as of the Effective Date. If you do not comply with any provision of this agreement, FNC may immediately terminate this agreement and revoke the license granted in Section 1 upon notice to you, bring an action against you for damages, and seek any other available legal or equitable remedy. Either party may terminate this agreement at any time, for any reason, by giving notice to the other of the termination.

6.
Miscellaneous.

a. This agreement may not be amended except in a writing signed by both parties.

b. You acknowledge that you have read and understood this agreement.

c.
Each party represents and warrants that the individual signing this agreement is authorized to bind the party.
