a. The discussion on Establishment of officers for the working group was initiated in the meeting along with the details on the election process. Yasuhiko Inoue wanted to know if it was possible for a person to nominate himself/herself for an office and who should be contacted for the same. It was intimated by the Chair that a working group member can nominate oneself as a candidate for any position and he/she can do so by contacting the elections officer and an elected member would be nominated as the working group nominee for each of the offices after the elections.
However during the discussions Soo H. Kim from IEEE SA pointed out that the just approved WG (Working Group) Policies & Procedures (P&P) manual is in contradiction with COMSOC’s (the sponsor of the working group and the project) policies as far as the election or appointment of officers are concerned. She pointed out that the case 3 as proposed in the just approved WG group P&P Manual is not supposed to be used for “Election or Appointment of Officers” and the possible options available are only cases 1 and 2 (even though it is not explicitly mentioned in the IEEE draft P&P document).
Since the P&P manual has already been approved by the WG, it was suggested by Soo and Nicholas from IEEE SA that an amendment to P&P manual (as per the policies of the COMSOC) should be moved, which could be approved by the WG in the next meeting. The amendment would then be taken up to COMSOC for approval; the election or appointment of officers of the WG to be taken up subsequent to the approval of the amended P&P manual by the WG and the COMSOC.
The inputs provided by IEEE SA also made the preceding discussion on election of officers null and void. The process to elect officers to be initiated afresh after the approval of the amended P&P.
b. Action Item: The Amendment to P&P manual to be moved by the Chair for review and approval of the WG.
